	Expectations for Learning Success
While there is a textbook for Essentials 11, it will be used primarily as an in-class resource. As such, discussions, demonstrations and notes taken in class, as well as activities and other group work, are very important.  As classroom assessment is an ongoing process, good attendance is critical for success.  In addition, arriving late causes disruptions and loss of instructional time.  If a student is late for any reason, a late slip is required for admission into the classroom.
Assessment in the math classroom serves different purposes at different times: it may be used to find out what students already know and can do; it may be used to help students improve their learning; or it may be used to help students, and their parents, know how much they have learned during a prescribed period of time.

Classroom assessment includes “marks” as well as descriptive feedback about student work.  Completing the assigned homework/practice and class work will allow students to get regular feedback about how to improve.
Extra-help will be provided at lunch on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Other mutually convenient times can be arranged.
