Mysteries of the Deep: Oceans 11

Task:  To research an interesting “Ocean Mystery”.  It can be real (like a newly discovered creature), a part of mythology or a legend from a different country.

Evaluation:  Your report should have an opening statement, main body and conclusion. Follow the 5 W’s form of research - who, what, where, when and why/how...
Format: Newspaper Article

Features to include:

1. Headline

2. Journalist’s name (you…)

3. Name of news agency (AP – Associated Press; CP - Canadian Press; Daily News, etc.)

4. Date – be sure that the article corresponds to the time period!

5. The article must be 250 words minimum in length.

6. Include a map or diagram for an illustration
7. You must include a list of your resources or references. Do not plagiarize!

8. Other options of your choice – inserts/quotes/photos/etc…

General approach: 


You are a world-renowned reporter famous for detailing mysteries… Possible strategies to consider in your report:

A) interview of a specialist or eye-witness

B) photos or sketches

C) Details of occurrence or situation/ interesting aspects of a creature?

D) Statistics if applicable
Arrange your information on the sheet as a front-page cover story…similar to a newspaper. (Interesting headlines and/or colour photos/sketches catch people’s attention!)
